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INSTALLATION

The gas fireplace is shipped with a plugged 3/8TNBnnection. The gas supply piping should havej
separate gas shutoff valve and a 1/8” NPT pluggpdinhg upstream of the valve. The stove and itsmal
control valve must be disconnected from the gaplgypping system during any pressure testing af th
system at test pressures in excess of 1/2 pskBap The stove must be isolated from the gas gyppt
ing system by closing the main control valve durdmy pressure testing of the gas supply systessat t
pressures equal to or less than 1/2 psi (3.5 kR&gr the gas supply has been connected, use aneorral
gas leak detector or apply a soapy water solutialltthe fittings to check for gas leaks.

REQUIREMENTS FOR THE COMMONWEALTH OF MASSACHUSETTS

This product must be installed by a licensed plumheor gas fitter when installed within the Com-
monwealth of Massachusetts. If this appliance isstalled in a dwelling, building or structure usedin
whole or in part for residential purposes and themstallation includes a horizontal vent termination
that is less than seven (7) feet above the finishgdade in the area of the venting, including but nb
limited to decks and porches, a hard-wired carbon mnoxide detector with an alarm and battery
back-up must be installed on the floor level of thelwelling, building or structure where the appli-
ance is to be installed.

Additionally, a hard-wired or battery operated carbon monoxide detector with an alarm must be in-
stalled on each additional level of the dwelling, talding or structure served by the appliance. It slall
be the responsibility of the property owner to seae the services of qualified licensed professionals
for the installation of hard-wired carbon monoxidedetectors.

In the event that the horizontally vented appliances installed in a crawl space or attic, the hard-
wired carbon monoxide detector with alarm and battey back-up may be installed on the next adja-
cent floor level.

In the event that this requirement cannot be met athe time of completion of the installation of the
appliance, the owner shall have a period of thirty(30) days to comply with the requirement. How-
ever, during said thirty (30) day period, a batteryoperated carbon monoxide detector with alarm
must be installed.

Each carbon monoxide detector as required in accoahce with the above provisions must comply
with NFPA 720 and be ANSI/UL 2034 and IAS certified

In addition when the vent termination is less tharseven (7) feet above finished grade a metal or pia
tic identification plate must be permanently mountel to the exterior of the building at a minimum
height of eight (8) feet above grade directly intie with the exhaust vent terminal. The sign shall
read, in print size no less than one-half (1/2) itrcin size, “GAS VENT DIRECTLY BELOW. KEEP
CLEAR OF ALL OBSTRUCTIONS".

The most common installations will involve ventidigectly through standard 2 X 4 or 2 X 6 construc-
tion exterior wall (parallel wall installation). hEe vent starter pipe has been designed to accontenoda
those installations without the use of any adddlorenting components other than a standard horizon
tal vent termination (cap).

Locate the fireplace mounting templatas & folded sheet and is located inside the reagrcof
this manual. Unfold the template. Before you hde mounting process there are several impoiriant
stallation requirements that must be met. Camghrining will make the installation easier to acptish
and will reduce the chances of encountering problafter you start.

1. The fireplace is designed to be wall-mountedgi$our lag bolts to secure the fireplace mounplage
to the wall structure. The mounts are located I6tenter and 24” on center to correspond with stan-
dard building construction. If your home has ntamdard construction or the location you have chose
for the fireplace does not have wall studs thatesgond to location of the fireplace mounts, modHi
tions to the wall structure will be needed. Itigical that the four lag bolts that are provided
mounting the fireplace are firmly imbedded in veatiwall studs at all four locations.

2. A hole must be provided for the vent to passidgh. The hole must be large enough to provid®’1 1
clearance around the outside of the vent pipe aadlaw for installation of the vent heat shieltatt
are provided with the fireplace. Follow the haleesequirements that are provided below exactly to
avoid problems. If the location you have chosesesduot allow for 1 1/2” clearance to wooden framing
in the wall, modifications to the wall structure shunade to obtain the needed vent pipe clearance.

3. All required minimum clearances to adjacent costible materials (including side walls, ceilingdan
floor) must be achieved with the position you hakiesen. See the clearance information on page 6.
The listed clearances are measured from the ougtredges of the fireplace surround and not from the
fireplace body or mounting plate. In addition thquirements for clearance to combustible materials
inside the house, there are specific requiremerddimitations that must be met for the locatiortlad
vent terminal relative to doors, windows, corneayes, gas supply components and other structural
elements of the house. Please see pages 8&%
for those specific requirements. Again, plar
the installation in advance to avoid problemg.

Vent Pass-Through (Parallel Wall Installation)

1. Anunobstructed wall pass-through is requiredltmw for a safe installation of the fireplace veom-
ponents. This will necessitate removal of a portbthe interior wall covering (e.g., sheetrockotas-
ter and lath), outer wall sheathing and outer wallering and any adjacent internal wall materiki (
insulation).

2. Scribe a 9 5/8” diameter hole around the vessfiarough center mark using a compass.

3. Use along drill (1/8” diameter) that is heldiage and level to the inside wall to transfer teatypass-
through center location from the inner wall covgrthrough to the outer wall sheathing and outet wal
covering.

Remove any insulation materials from wall in #nea defined by the pass-through hole.

Building codes in your area may require that &dd blocking above and below the vent openingpe T

blocking should be above and below the 9 5/8” wgr@ning you made in the wall and should not ob-

struct that opening. The blocking should extenddfacent wall studs.

7. Next, mark and cut a 9 5/8” diameter hole thiotlge outer wall covering and sheathing using dhe |
cating hole you drilled in Step 2.

8. Follow the instructions included with the veatrhination (cap) to remove the appropriate amotint o
outer wall covering (siding) or to install the virsyding shield if used.

Vent Pass-Throughs (45° Partition Wall Installajion

1. When installing the fireplace on a 45° partitiall, the venting will be penetrating two wallbétpar-
tition wall and an outside wall).

3. The partition wall vent pass-through must beadionaccordance with the parallel wall pass-through
struction above, following steps 1, 2 & 4.

4. The outside wall pass-through and vent ternomatistallation must be done in accordance with the
vent manufacturer’s instructions that are includgtth the venting components you are using for the
installation. Follow the instructions exactly. tdo Some building codes may require the addition o
blocking above and below the outside wall passtihincand/or the addition of a vent manufacturer sup-
plied firestop or interior trim collar. Please ckevith the authority having jurisdiction in yourea
when planning the venting installation to deterntime specific code requirements.

Installing the Fireplace Mounting Plate on the Wall
1. The fireplace mounting plate is attached to the
wall structure using four 1/4” X 1 1/2” long lag
bolts and large diameter washers that are provided
with the fireplace. It is important to use the in- B
cluded hardware as the full weight of the fireplgce
is supported by the mounting plate.
2. Dirill a 5/32” diameter pilot hole at each of the
mounting hole locations that you marked using|the
template. The pilot holes should be the full dedth
of the lag bolts. Be sure that there is solid wabfl
each mounting location. If not, the wall should pe
reconstructed to provide the needed support.
3. Before the mounting plate can be lagged to thg
wall the two tabbed sections of the telescoping
vent pipe heat shields that you set aside earlief
must be attached to the mounting plate. Each freat
shield half is held in place with three sheet metaéws (provided). The inner shield half (smatlier
ameter) is installed from the front of the mountpigte. Slide the inner heat shield half throuuh t
vent pipe opening in the mounting plate. Align the
three tabs with the pilot holes in the mounting
plate (as shown in the adjacent illustration) and
install the three screws. |  TTea

7. Using the lag bolts and washers provided wiéh th
fireplace, install the top lag bolts (with washers
first, followed by the lower ones. Use a 7/16”
socket wrench to tighten the lag bolts. Note: It
may be helpful to put a light coating of dish or T
hand soap on the lag bolts to reduce resistance Lo
when tightening. "

8. At this point, check to be sure that there %81%”
air gap between the entire flat back surface of the
mounting plate and the wall surface. The gap is
critical to a safe installation and if the gap s o
structed in any way, remove the obstruction before
proceeding.

9. Next check that the brackets on the mountlatgp
that actually hold the fireplace are level, agan y
ing a spirit level. If the brackets are not petifec S,
level, you can adjust the right bracket by loosgmin S
the bracket fasteners and moving the bracket yntil i
it is level with the left bracket. Remember to
tighten the bracket fasteners once you have
achieved a level position.

10. The next step is to install the vent startpemnto
the fireplace.

11. Remove the glass panel and glass frame assembly LEVEL
from the front of the firebox by loosening and rg-
moving the four glass frame fasteners that are|lo-
cated along the top edge of the glass frame.

12. While holding the glass panel and glass frame
along the outer edges, tip the top of the glasadia
forward a few inches.

13. Wrap your fingers around the frame and hold the LEVEL THE BRACKETS
glass and frame together while you lift the framp
up and out of the lower glass retainer. Set the
glass and frame assembly aside in a safe placg.

14. Locate the infrared sensor that extends out fro
the bottom of the fireplace and while taking extfa
care not to damage the sensor, carefully place the
fireplace with the front down on a protected flog

15. Place the vent starter pipe gasket on the bfack
the fireplace aligning the holes in the gasket with
the pilot holes on the rear of the fireplace.

16. Align the inner pipe of the vent starter pipiéhw
the outlet pipe on the fireplace.

This appliance should be inspected before use antllaast annually by a qualified service person.
More frequent cleaning may be required due to exces/e dust or lint from carpeting, bedding mate-
rials, pets, etc. It is imperative that control conpartments and circulating air passageways of this
appliance be kept clean.

Cleaning the Burner and Firebox

During the annual inspection and maintenance appeint, the service person should clean the bumér a
firebox. To gain access to the firebox and burfediow the instructions beginning on page 23 a$ tman-
ual.
